The Position
Kids Cancer Care is looking for seasonal lifeguards to work at our residential summer camp.
This position reports to the senior staff, program manager, and program coordinators.

Position Overview

Seasonal lifeguards are responsible for Camp Kindle's aquatics program and other program
areas where applicable. The lifeguards supervise and guide campers in the aquatics program,
creating fun and educational aquatics programming. Lifeguards are also expected to help in
other areas of camp including implementing camp programs, assisting in food preparation and
clean-up, as well as other miscellaneous tasks related to caring for children in a diverse setting.

Key Areas of Responsibility

Specific

e Provide campers with pool rules and perform standard lifeguard duties.

e QOperate and maintain the pool in accordance with provincial standards.

e Build a relationship with campers and proactively support them through activities.
e Create lesson plans and develop and organize lesson materials.
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e Update lesson plans and materials based on experience and feedback.

e Facilitate aquatics programs with enthusiasm using varying teaching techniques to
engage campers.

e Work with supervisors to promote weekly themes and organize weekly special

events.

e Positively contribute to Camp Kindle by working well with all members of the camp
community.

e Complete preliminary training and engage in ongoing training provided by the camp
program manager and camp program coordinators.

e Accept and integrate constructive feedback.

e Practice Camp Kindle's three pillars of respect: 1) respect for self, 2) respect for
others, and 3) respect for the environment.

e Actin the best interest of participants.

e Attend and contribute to weekly staff meetings.

e Participate in site set-up, cleaning, and organization before and after camp groups
arrive.
